The vision of Fields of Joy Moldova is to rescue 1,000 exploited women and 
children in Moldova and disciple them with the Truth and Love of Christ. 

Mission Statement 
Fields of Joy Moldova offers a House of Hope in the capital of Moldova (poorest 
country in Europe) to RESCUE captive women from abuse and trafficking, 
RESTORE broken hearts with the Love of God, and REHABILITATE single moms with 
Pro-Life support. 
 
We provide safe places to live, practical food and healthcare, inner healing, 
education opportunities, and Bible-based discipleship for exploited women and 
children in Moldova. 

Statement of Faith 
1. The Bible​
 We believe the Bible is the inspired, infallible, and authoritative Word of God. It 
reveals God’s heart, His plan of redemption, and is the final authority for faith, life, 
and godliness. 

2. God​
 We believe in one God, eternally existent in three persons: Father, Son, and Holy 
Spirit.

We believe in the deity of our Lord Jesus Christ, including His virgin birth, His

His personal return in power and glory. 

4. Salvation​
 We believe that all people are created in God’s image yet separated from Him by 
sin. Salvation is a gift of grace, received through repentance and faith in Jesus 
Christ alone, who reconciles us to the Father and makes us new. 

5. The Holy Spirit​
 We believe in the ongoing ministry of the Holy Spirit, who convicts of sin, 
regenerates hearts, empowers believers for holy living, and equips them for 
service. Through Him, we are guided into truth, freedom, and fruitful mission. 

6. The Church​
 We believe in the spiritual unity of all believers in Jesus Christ. As His Body, the 
Church is called to proclaim the Gospel, make disciples, care for the vulnerable, 
and display His love through acts of mercy and justice. 

7. The Sanctity of Life​
 We believe that every human life — born and unborn — is sacred, bearing the 
image of God. We are called to protect, nurture, and speak up for the vulnerable, 
including orphans, widows, and victims of abuse, exploitation, and abandonment. 

8. Restoration and Discipleship​
 We believe that God restores the brokenhearted and sets captives free. Through 
personal discipleship, trauma-informed care, and the transformative love of 
Christ, individuals and families can be healed and restored into wholeness. 

9. Compassion and Justice​
 We believe that the Gospel calls us to act justly, love mercy, and walk humbly with 
our God. This includes confronting injustice, rescuing the oppressed, and 
defending the rights and dignity of every person in need. 

10. Healing and Wholeness in Christ 

We believe that Jesus came to bind up the brokenhearted and restore the soul. 
Through the power of the Holy Spirit, and within safe, loving relationships, 
emotional and spiritual healing is possible. We affirm that true wholeness comes 
as we encounter God's presence, walk in truth, and are transformed by His love. 
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
